Course Description
Introduction to Statistics is a half year-long introductory course to statistics designed for students who have successfully completed Algebra II. The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the major concepts and tools for collecting, organizing, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from data. Students will take part in hands-on investigations of statistical data and models, and be instructed in the effective use of graphing calculators and statistical software. Students will also use probability and statistical inferences to develop an appropriate model for data collected. 
Required Materials

· If you are tardy or unprepared for class, you must sign the paper near the door. You must have ALL materials in class before the bell rings. For EVERY three times your name is written on that sheet, you have a detention with me.

Tests/Quizzes/Projects
Students may or may not be notified in advance of a quiz date. Tests will generally cover a complete chapter or half of a chapter in the textbook. If you are absent on the day of a test or quiz, you will be required to take the test/quiz within the timeframe outlined in the Student Handbook. 

Notebook quizzes will be given out on a regular basis, so make sure your notebooks are up to date!

Projects will be given at various times throughout the course. 

Homework

Homework will be worth a possible 10 points, but if any assignment is not done, you will receive a zero. 
The amount of problems done, the effort given, and the work shown will account for a numerical grade between 0 and 10. All exercises must show all of the steps taken, exhibit true effort, and have an answer to receive a 10. All work needs to be shown for each problem to receive credit. 
Homework is expected to be done on time, however; if you miss a homework assignment you have two weeks to make it up with me, after school for full credit. 
Classwork
Classwork consists of any assignment that I collect and grade. These assignments may be completed in class or at home depending on their length and time remaining in class. Classwork will also consist of any activities completed in class and passed in for grading.

Final Exam

A comprehensive final will be given at the end of the course.

ALL students must take the Final.

(The Final Exam is included in the 2nd quarter grade and is equivalent to 2 test grades).
